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I. Philam Paaralan

Philam Foundation, Inc. was able to build 40 classrooms in 2014.
PFI built 3 classrooms in Taguig National High School as a community relations effort
in line with Philam Life’s transfer to Bonifacio Global City.

On the other hand, the 37 other classrooms were built as a result of the devastation
caused by Typhoon Haiyan in 2013. The construction of these classrooms were
made possible through Philam Life and AIA’s donations and contributions from other
like-hearted local and international organizations.

Foundation, Inc. through their Seat of Hope program.
